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GREAT NEWS! 

$20 million was allocated in the recent State 
Budget for Keysborough College. This means we 
will commence work on building the Junior Villages 
(buildings for Year 7-9 students) on the Isaac Road 
and Janine Road sites. Our architects have finalised 
plans and we will soon go through a tender 
process to select a builder. It is anticipated that 
building will commence before the end of the 
year. Our new buildings are environmentally 
sustainable designs which will provide outstanding 
teaching and learning spaces for our students. 

We have also received $200,000 from the 
Australian Government. These funds will enable us 
to install a water harvesting system at the Janine 
Road site that includes underground water tanks.
