$20 million was allocated in the recent State 
Budget for Keysborough College. This means 
we will commence work on building the 
Junior Villages (buildings for Year 7-9 
students) on the Isaac Road and Janine Road 
sites. Our architects have finalised plans and 
we will soon go through a tender process to 
select a builder. It is anticipated that building 
will commence before the end of the year. 
Our new buildings are environmentally 
sustainable designs which will provide 
outstanding teaching and learning spaces for 
our students. 

We have also received $200,000 from the 
Australian Government. These funds will 
enable us to install a water harvesting system 
at the Janine Road site that includes 
underground water tanks.

I often think we have to sit back and think 
about the way we judge people and make snap 
decisions about how we should react to 
situations. So often we look at someone and we 
think that we understand them or know why 
they behave in a particular way that we don't 
even give them the chance to explain. This 
comes to mind after a conversation I had with 
an ex-student. 
 

The former student was out looking for her cat 
in the middle of the night. Her house at the end 
of the street has no streetlights nearby and was 
startled by a man who started making strange 
noises, shouting and waving his arms. He came 
quickly towards her and crossed the road still 
yelling at her. Our former student ran inside 
quickly, extremely frightened, slammed the 
door and called out to her fiancé. He went 
outside and expected the worst, prepared to 
defend his partner. 
 

What assumptions were made about the 
stranger? He was threatening, aggressive, 
potentially violent, perhaps someone looking 
for a fight or maybe even someone who had 
committed criminal acts. So what happened? 
 

The fiancé is gone for 5 minutes, comes back 
with the man, sits him down and makes him a 
cup of tea. It turns out the man had walked out 
of a special accommodation home, caught a 
train and was lost and scared. He had a speech 
problem, was alone and she was the first 
person he saw. He was so upset about the fear 
he had caused, but instead of reacting badly the 
young couple had taken the time to find out 
what was going on. An hour later the police 
came, worked out where he came from and 
took him back to his home. 
 

How would you have reacted? 
Take the time to find out the 
facts, ask questions, the truth is 
a powerful tool. Not every story 
is a soap opera.
