At the Springvale Campus we 
prepare our students for this rigorously from 
Year 7 to 10 with exams in all subjects every 
semester. Although this is reported on the 
campus reports, its main purpose is to prepare 
students for VCE, to give them practice at 
doing exams, and to help them to consolidate 
what they have learnt. 
 

This year we have also trialled a new program 
that allows us to give students practice GAT 
exams and other surveys. The program then 
marks them automatically. This has given some 
VCE teachers data which indicates areas to 
focus on with each student, and the class. 
Some teachers are trialling this in the area of 
study skills to find out how to assist the 
students further in this key area. 
 

There have also been a number of excursions 
taking place for students including visits to 
Science Works, the Melbourne Aquarium, a 
senior day at Monash Uni, and various sporting 
competitions. I wish to acknowledge the 
contribution of staff who have organised and 
attended these activities, and also highlight the 
extremely good behaviour of the students 

Each year the College prepares an Annual 
Report for parents. It is a requirement that all 
families be given a copy of the report. We are 
distributing the Annual Report with student 
reports and it will be given to the youngest 
child at school to bring home.
